4. There is a homeowner driven petition to amend thel@s in the bylaws regarding
recreational trailers. Procedure is as follows:

b. Must have 2/3 signatures of homeowners of record.
i. Only one signature per home counts as a vote tmapp
ii. Obtain homeowner information from tax listing thgbuMcHenry Count
Tax website to determine who the actual homeowaiersRenters and
residents that are not on the mortgage do not doward valid signatures
c. Turn proposal and signatures in to HOA Board if i@@uirement is met.
d. We send amendment proposal to attorney to writehlage legally and amend

the bylaw.
